RICHMOND HILL ZONE
BY-LAW NO.1

A by-law relating generally to the conduct of the affairs of the Richmond
Hill Zone Inc.

BE IT ENACTED as a by-law of the Richmond Hill Zone Inc. as follows:

ARTICLE1 - DEFINITIONS

1.2. The following terms, when used in this document, shall have the
following meanings:

1.2.1. “Act” means the Corporations Act, R.S.0. 1990, ¢.38, as amended, or
its successor legislation;

1.2.2. “AGM” means annual general meeting of the Members;

1.2.3. “Association” means Richmond Hill Zone Inc. (or such other name

as the Association may in the future legally adopt);

1.24. “Board” means Board of Directors of the Association;

1.2:5 “Centre” means a minor hockey association within the OMHA;
1.2.6. “Centre Participants” shall mean those Centres within the Zone;
127. “TCHMA"” means Town of Caledon Minor Hockey Association;
1.2.8. “Director” means an individual who has been elected or appointed

to the Board;

129 “HC” means Hockey Canada (or such other name as Hockey
Canada may in the future legally adopt);

1.2.10. “Inaugural Board” means the Directors appointed by each of the
Centre Participants in accordance with Article 7.2;

1.211. “Inaugural Year” means the period immediately following
incorporation until the next AGM;

L2012, “Letters Patent” means the constating documents, and all
amendments thereto, for the Association;



1213 “Members” means all classes of membership in the Association as
more particularly set out in Article 5;

1.2.14. “Meeting of Members” means any meeting of the classes of
membership set out in Article 6, either separately or in concert;

1.215. “NKMHA” shall means the NobleKing Minor Hockey Association;

1.2.16. “OMHA"” means Ontario Minor Hockey Association;

1.217. “Policies” means written statements governing issues affecting the
affairs of the Association which have been considered and
approved by the Board, from time to time, including any applicable
code of conduct;

1.2.18. “Registered Player” means a player registered with the Association,
paid-up to date and playing with the Association;

1.2.19. “RHHA"” means the Richmond Hill Hockey Association;

1.2.20. “Special Resolution” means a resolution requiring 66.7% of votes
cast to pass;

1.2.21. “Zone” shall mean the Richmond Hill Zone 4 triple “A”
hockey as designated by the OMHA, from time to time;

ARTICLE2 - PURPOSE AND OBJECTS

21  The purpose and intention of the Association is to organize, develop and

promote AAA amateur hockey in the Zone with each Member
participating and exercising their right to vote with a view to the best
interests of the Association irrespective of the Member’s affiliation with
any Centre Participant.

2.2 Subsequent to the date hereof, any additional Centre added to the Zone by

the OMHA shall be subject to the provisions of this By-law No.1.

23  The Association shall promote, administer and improve organized AAA

amateur hockey in the Zone by:

e) Fostering and encouraging the sport of hockey within the territory
under its control;

f) Fostering community spirit among its members and all supporters;



g) Having and exercising a general care, supervision and direction
over all participating Association activities; and

h) Promoting keen sportsmanship and the development of healthy
minds and bodies.

ARTICLE 3- REGISTERED OFFICE AND SEAL, FISCAL YEAR

The registered head office of the Association shall be 43 Church Street
South, Richmond Hill, Ontario, L4C 1C1 and thereafter as the Association
may decide, from time-to-time, by Special Resolution of the Members. The
mailing address shall be P.O. Box 30556, 10660 Yonge Street, Richmond
Hill, Ontario and thereafter as the Association may decide, from time-to-
time, by Special Resolution of the Members.

The corporate seal of the Association seal shall be in a form that the Board
may by resolution adopt from time to time.

The fiscal year of the Association shall be from May 1 to April 30.

ARTICLE 5- CLASSES OF MEMBERSHIP, TERMS AND ELIGIBILITY

3.1.

There shall be three (3) classes of Membership in the Association:
5.1.1. Active Membership;

Active Members shall consist of all Directors, convenors, coaches,
managers and trainers appointed for the current season, and all registered
players who are at least eighteen (18) years of age. Subject to Section 5.8,
Members in this classification shall be entitled to one vote per person at
any Meeting of the Members.

5.1.2. Parent/Guardian Membership;

Parent/Guardian Members shall consist of all parents or legal guardians
of players registered on the Zone teams, under the age of eighteen (18)
years of age. Subject to Section 5.8, Members in this classification shall be
entitled to one vote per eligible registered player at any Meeting of the
Members. Where an eligible registered player has two parents or legal
guardians, only one (1) vote shall be cast with respect to said eligible
registered player.

5.1.3. Honourary Membership

May be granted to an individual who has rendered extraordinary and
distinguished service to the Association. Individuals may be nominated
by any Member at a Meeting of the Members or of the Board and such
nomination to have effect, must be confirmed by a majority vote of the
Board or the Members (where such nomination is proposed at a Meeting
of Members. Honourary Members shall have no vote.

Membership List

A list of current Members shall be maintained at the head office and
updated as necessary and made available to all Directors. Such list of
Members shall be used to determine eligibility to attend and vote at any
Meeting of the Members.

Membership Year

Unless otherwise determined by the Board, every Membership, other than
Honourary, shall commence on or after the 15t day of May in each year,
and shall lapse and terminate immediately after the AGM held in the
year, next following the year on which such Membership commenced.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, during the Inaugural Year, the
Membership year shall commence on the date the within bylaws have
been approved and adopted and shall lapse immediately following the
termination of the AGM held at the end of the Inaugural Year.

Termination

Membership in the Association shall not be transferable and shall
terminate upon a Member’s resignation or death;

Members whose fees are in arrears for a period of three (3) months shall
be suspended from Membership and shall not be permitted to vote or
hold office in the Association. The Secretary shall inform those concerned
of this suspension, in writing;

Members whose conduct is considered, by the Board, to be detrimental to
the Association shall be expelled from the Association. The Secretary shall
inform those concerned of this expulsion, in writing

Membership Fees

Registration fees shall be prescribed by the Board. Fees for any unexpired
term are non-refundable, subject to the discretion of the Board.

Record Date

Individuals who are Members of the Association at least 35 days in
advance of any AGM are entitled to notice of the AGM and to vote at such
AGM. Any person who is not a Member of the Association at least 35 days
in advance of the AGM is not entitled to notice of said AGM or to vote at
such AGM, for which the record date has been established

Right to Vote

All Members shall be entitled to receive notice of and an invitation to
attend the AGM. Only Active and Parent/Guardian Members shall be
entitled to vote at the AGM or such special Meeting of the Members,
which may be called by the Board on its own motion or through a
requisition of the Members, pursuant to Section 6.3.2 herein.

Notwithstanding any other provision of this Article 5, during the
Inaugural Year until the close of the first AGM of the Association, each of
the appointed directors referenced in article 7.2 herein, shall at the AGM
or any special meeting of members that may be called prior to the 1t
AGM, be entitled to cast an aggregate number of votes totaling 100, which
votes shall be designated for the total number of players registered in all
Centre Participant’s Centres. Each Centre Participant’s director appointee
shall have that number of votes equal to the proportion of registered
players within its specific Centre, divided by total number of registered
players in the Zone multiplied by 100. By way of example, if the total
number of players registered in the OMHA for the Centre Participants is
3,700 and the TCHMA has 1800 such registered players, the TCHMA
appointed director would have 49 votes of the 100 available.

For the purposes of Article 5.8 above:

5.9.1. Fractional proportions less than .5 shall be rounded down to the
next whole number. Fractional proportions of .5 or above shall be
rounded up to the next whole number; and

59.2. The basis for such calculation shall be based on the OMHA
statistics from the 2007/08 year.
